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 Th e Community College Scholar Award is awarded to high-achieving Michigan 
(in-state) entering community college transfer students who have participated in honor 

societies (such as Phi Th eta Kappa), co-curricular activities, and volunteer or community 
service activities.   

 

Eligibility

Applicants must have a minimum grade point average of 3.8 on a 4.0 scale and must have 
completed 30 credits at a community college in Michigan.
